1994 Courthouse Bonds

Ms. Mary E. Jones advised the Board that in June of 1994, Sussex County issued revenue bonds in the amount of $4,330,000 to finance the construction of the Sussex Judicial Center, addition to the jail (emergency communications room, visitation area and administrative office for the sheriff), and the elevated water tower (50,000).  The expenses of the bond issued were also included in the issuance.  The property on which the improvements were constructed became part of the lease agreement between the County and the Industrial Development Authority.  At the June 1994 closing, the property was leased by the County’s Board of Supervisors to the Authority and in turn the property was leased back to the County by the Industrial Development Authority. The lease period is for 40 years.

All rent payments are current.  The final payment in the amount of $561,077.50  is due July 1, 2005.  As part of the bond issue, a debt reserve fund was established.  The current amount in this fund is $467,843.22.  An additional $93,234.28 will be needed to make the payment.

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said road, it has been determined that it is in the public’s best interest to temporarily close the specific portion of State Route 616 during the Summer of 2005 (approximately) for a period of eight (8) to ten (10) months. During this time mining will commence and when the natural resource is exhausted, ILUKA will reconstruct the road base and reclaim the land surface. As stipulated by the Virginia Department of Transportation, ILUKA will then reestablish the road to its pre-mining location and condition.
