Highways, Streets & Roads
Mr. William Richardson, Interim Resident Engineer, Waverly Residency of the Virginia Department of Transportation provided a status report to the Board.
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Iluka Resources – Temporary Road Closing – College Road (State Route 616)
Ms. Jones advised that Mr. Allen Sales, General Manager and Andrew Romeo, Mine Geologist for Iluka Resources are present. Iluka is requesting that College Road (SR 616) be closed temporarily while mining takes place on the road. College Road is located in the western corner of Sussex County. College Road (SR 616) is maintained by the Virginia Department of Transportation. It is a gravel road over its entire 3.5 mile length and is considered a low traffic volume.  Iluka is proposing to close the last 1300’ of College Road this summer. The road will remain closed long enough for Iluka to mine it. After mining is complete, Iluka will rebuild the road from the pit bottom, back up to its original grade, establish the road and reopen it in the original location. It is estimated that this entire process will be completed within eight to ten months. 

The Virginia Department of Transportation has been contacted and information has been provided to Iluka by VDOT for closing of the road. College Road is already in the Permit Boundary and is already in Iluka’s bond as required by the Virginia Department of Mines, Minerals and Energy. Iluka has all of the College Road reserve under lease with Sussex County property owners. There is one seasonal residence on College Road in Sussex County. 

As part of the requirements by VDOT, both Board of Supervisors for Sussex County and Dinwiddie County must hold separate public hearings. Both boards must adopt a formal resolution advising of their concurrence of temporary closing of State Route 616 and for what period of time. State Route 616 is located in Dinwiddie and Sussex County. 

Staff recommends setting a public hearing date for Thursday, May 19, 2005 at 8:00 p.m. to consider this matter.

Rezoning Application #2005-01 – Herbert & Nancy Philingane, applicants, presented by Ms. Carolyn Stith-Myler, Assistant To Director of Planning
Statement
The applicants, Herbert & Nancy Phillingane, seek to rezone approximately 3.37 acres of a parcel identified as tax map 66-(A)-13 (consisting of a total of 4.537 acres) from A-1 General Agricultural District/R-1General Residential District to B-1, General Business District to allow the construction of mini storage buildings.

Location
The subject property is located between Route 40 (Sussex Drive) and Old Route 40 (Lee Avenue) approximately 1,000 feet west of the corporate limits of the Town of Stony Creek in the Stony Creek Election District (a copy of the map is attached to the staff report which is retained in the April 21, 2005 Board packet).

Findings
The site in question contains approximately 3.37 acres and has dual road frontage.  There is approximately 535 feet of road frontage along Route 40 (Sussex Drive) and approximately 288 feet of frontage along Old Route 40 (Lee Avenue).  There is an existing drainage ditch adjacent to one side of the property. Zoning in the vicinity of the 3.37 acre site is A-1, General Agricultural and R-1, General Residential.  Surrounding land uses include single-family residences along Lee Avenue, Galilee Baptist Church, woodlands, open farmland, a Laundromat and a convenience store/gasoline station.
A survey plat submitted along with the rezoning application indicates that eight (8) mini-storage building (containing a total of 158 units) and an office building would be located on the affected property.

Comprehensive Plan Designation
The 3.37 acre site is located in the Stony Creek Planning Area of the Comprehensive Plan and the area in question has been designated in the Comp Plan for future agricultural and residential use.

Public Opposition
Staff has received petitions signed by approximately ninety (90) individuals objecting to the approval of Rezoning Application #2005-01 (a copy of the petition is retained in the April 21, 2005 Board packet).  The following concerns have been expressed by the public:
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1) The location of mini-storage building on the subject property would cause property values to decrease.
2) The rezoning would result in an increase in traffic through the existing residential neighborhood.

3) The proposed site is in too close proximity to Galilee Baptist Church.

4) The storage building would become a breeding ground for rodents, roaches and other vermin.

Recommendation – Denial
A public hearing on this matter was held by the Planning Commission on March 7, 2005.  Rezoning Application #2005-01 is forwarded by the Planning Commission to the Board of Supervisors with a recommendation (6-0) for denial for the following reasons:

1) A rezoning from A-1/R-1 to B-1 would be inconsistent with the Comprehensive Plan.

2) Mini storage buildings would be incompatible with existing land uses (the single family dwellings and Galilee Baptist Church) located along Old Route 40 (Lee Avenue).
