6.01 Wildcat Swamp (Wakefield) Ditch Maintenance Project, Phase | Bid Award

County Administrator Douglas stated this project addresses significant drainage concerns in
Wakefield affecting the Virginia Diner, James River Equipment, and other business, the Board of
Supervisors authorized the Wooten Company several months ago to begin Phase 1 of a ditch
maintenance project. Upon permit approval from the US Army Corps of Engineers (which took
much longer than anticipated), the Wooten Company recently bid this project and received a low
bid of $84,274.90 from Rickmond General Contracting of Wakefield (attached for your review) to
complete Phase 1 extending from Railroad Avenue to the Norfolk Southern trestle/former WWTP
(this bid price was close to the engineering estimate). Based on the recommendation from the
Wooten Company, staff recommends that Phase 1 be awarded to Rickmond General Contracting.
In addition, resolutions are attached that appropriate reserve funds for the bid amount ($84,274.90),
as well for associated engineering and construction management costs ($26,100).

Staff recommended bid award to Rickmond General Contracting for Phase 1 of the Wildcat
Swamp Ditch Maintenance Project for $84,274.90; approval of the attached resolutions to provide
the necessary funds for the project and related engineering costs, and authorization to begin
wetlands delineation, permitting, and project design for Phase 2.

Copies of the bid sheet and map were included in the Board packet.

ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR FLY, seconded by SUPERVISOR TYLER and carried:
RESOLVED that the Sussex County Board of Supervisors hereby approves the award of the bid
to Rickmond General Contracting for Phase 1 of the Wildcat Swamp Ditch Maintenance Project
for for $84,274.90; and

FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board approves Resolution #22-108 for budget amendment for
the Administration department be and hereby is made for the period of July 1, 2022 through June
30, 2023. This resolution will appropriate local reserve funds to The Wooten Company under
Task Order 2 for Phase 1 for creek maintenance adjacent to Highway 460 — Wakefield, Virginia.

6.02 Voting Precinct Ordinance

County Administrator stated that at its August 18, 2022 regular meeting, the Board voted
unanimously to approve the voting precinct ordinance and map after learning that the voting
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precinct boundaries must be forwarded to the Virginia Department of Elections in time for early
voting and the 2022 election cycle. Given time constraints, the Board adopted that ordinance on
an emergency basis, without advertising public notice, which means it can only remain in effect
for 60 days. Thereafter, the County advertised the ordinance so it can remain in place permanently
(or until amended by a future Board action). There are no substantive changes from the ordinance
adopted on August 18.

Staff recommends the Board adopts permanent Precinct Boundaries Ordinance, precinct
description and map.

The Permanent Precinct Boundaries Ordinance, Written Precinct Description, Map, and Public
Notice were included in the Board packet.

ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR TYLER, seconded by SUPERVISOR D. Jones and carried:
RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors adopts precinct description, map, and permanent
Ordinance to establish precinct boundaries for Election Districts 3, 6, and 7 and to reaffirm Precinct
Boundaries for Election Districts 1, 2, 4 and 5, to-wit:

Whereas, on April 21, 2022, the Board of Supervisors of Sussex County, Virginia adopted
AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE APPORTIONMENT OF MEMBERS OF SUSSEX
COUNTY’S BOARD OF SUPERVISORS AND SCHOOL BOARD: TO ESTABLISH
BOUNDARY LINES OF THE ELECTION DISTRICTS: TO NAME EACH ELECTION
DISTRICT AND TO ESTABLISH PRECINCTS AND POLLING PLACES, which is the
County’s “2022 Decennial Redistricting Plan”; and

Whereas, the 2022 Decennial Redistricting Plan established the polling places for each of
the seven election districts; and

Whereas, the County is required to establish by ordinance clear boundaries for each election
precinct pursuant to Virginia Code § 24.2-307; and

Whereas, for election districts 1, 2, 4 and 5, there is only a single precinct in each district,
which therefore has the same boundaries as the corresponding election district, as previously
adopted and as shown in the 2022 Decennial Redistricting Plan; and

Whereas, the 2022 Decennial Redistricting Plan established two precincts for each of
election districts 3, 6 and 7 and designated two polling places for each of these districts; and

Whereas, the 2022 Decennial Redistricting Plan did not, however, establish the precinct
boundaries for the precincts in these three election districts; and

Whereas, at its regular meeting on August 18, 2022, the Board of Supervisors adopted this
Ordinance on an emergency basis in order to have the voting precincts clearly established in
advance of the upcoming November 2022 General Election Cycle; and
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Whereas, the Board of Supervisors must adopt the Ordinance in compliance with the public
notice requirements of Virginia Code 8 15.2-1427 in order for it to remain in effect beyond the
initial 60-day emergency period as originally adopted; and

Whereas, the County has properly published notice of this Ordinance.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of Sussex County, Virginia
that the precinct boundaries for the three election districts that have multiple precincts (election
districts 3 — Courthouse, 6 - Blackwater and 7 - Yale) are hereby established as more particularly
described and shown in Exhibit A, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein.

9. New Business

9.01 Fire/EMS Master Equipment Lease Agreement

Public Safety Coordinator Reid Foster requested approval from the Board of Supervisors to move
forward on two items, as discussed by the Sussex Fire-Rescue Association at its monthly meeting
on August 31

1) To move forward with Schedule 3 of the fire master lease equipment schedule through Bank
of America, which will provide new fire apparatus for the Wakefield and Stony Creek
Volunteer Fire Departments. Mr. Foster will provide a summary of Schedule 1/2 nearing
completion, and discuss the next steps necessary to complete Schedule 3. Formal
consideration of bid award, financial documents, etc. is anticipated for the November board
meeting if approval is granted to move forward with the process.

2(a) To move forward with the design of a singular plan for the proposed Waverly and Stony Creek
fire/EMS stations, by requesting the Wooten Company under its general services engineering
contract to prepare a design proposal for presentation at the October regular board meeting.
These stations will need to be designed and bid prior to considering financing options, and
could be awarded for construction as a package or individually.

2(b) To move forward with site acquisition for the Waverly fire/EMS station, by authorizing the
County Administrator to work with the County Attorney to negotiate and execute an option
agreement on preferred property(s). Several properties along the US 460 corridor have been
considered to best meet fire and EMS needs but will not be discussed publicly at the board
meeting. Options do not bind the Board of Supervisors to acquiring property but locks in a
sales price for a defined period, which will allow for site due diligence and planning.

Staff requests approval to move forward with the equipment schedule, fire/EMS station design,
and property options as requested.

There was discussion for clarification that the master agreement was for fire trucks. It was
discussed was that the Schedule 3 was for fire trucks to be ordered for Stony Creek and Wakefield.

ORDINANCE REVIEW:

The current zoning designation for this property is A-1. The district is established to
protect land and property values, ground water and surface water quality, and other
resources. The intent is to provide for the continued security of the county’s agricultural
sector by encouraging the orderly and responsible growth of its livestock, dairy, and
poultry industry. Limited residential development is anticipated in these areas.

Dollar General determined that this location
was best suited for this proposal.

BACKGROUND:

The applicant, Waverly Solar, LLC is seeking an amendment to their Conditional Use Permit
#2019-01 approved by the Board of Supervisors on March 21, 2019 to construct and operate a
118 megawatt solar energy facility in Sussex County. Waverly Solar, LLC will be the long
term owner and operator of the Project. The site is located between the Town of Waverly to the
northeast and the unincorporated community of Newville to the southwest. The site is bound
to the east by Coppahaunk Road (SR 654) and to the north by the Town of Waverly. Beef Steak
Road (SR 626) traverses the western part of the project site and Oakdale Road (SR 655) runs
through the southern part of the site. Sussex Drive (Route 40) extends north to south through
the eastern part of the site. The project consists of 36 parcels (please see Exhibit B), totaling
approximately 2,765 acres. The solar facility will only be located on approximately 823 acres.
All properties are zoned A-1 and consist predominately of timberland and wetlands. The
surrounding land uses include farmland, woodlands, single-family residences, a manufactured
home park and overhead electrical transmission lines. The project will connect to the utility
grid through a substation to be built by Virginia Electric and Power Company, d/b/a Dominion
Energy. Waverly Solar will utilize approximately 330,000 single axis tracker and fixed tilt solar
panels.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION
The applicant seeks to amend condition 10 and add condition 13 under CUP #2019-04. These
conditions were applied by the Board of Supervisors during the original approval to buffer the

visual impact of the solar operation from adjacent residences and public rights-of-way.

According to the applicant, the required bufferyards were erroneously cleared by the property
owner(s) during a timbering operation after approval of the original CUP and prior to the solar
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company taking ownership of the parcels. Because the bufferyards were approved as
conditions of the CUP approval, the applicant is required to file an amendment to address
changes necessary to restore the vegetated buffers.

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS
The applicant has proposed the following changes to:

e Condition 10. A minimum one hundred and fifty (150) foot setback shall be maintained
from the solar equipment to any adjacent residential dwellings that exist at the time
of the approval of the Board of Supervisors unless it is across a public right-of-way
from the solar equipment. A wooded buffer of existing trees at least 25 feet in width
shall be maintained on the applicant’s property from the solar energy facility to any
existing residential dwelling. The security fence and project roads may be located
within the setbacks. During construction the setback may be used for staging of
materials and parking. For the purposes of this CUP, project roads shall mean internal
roads used to access the solar energy facility during construction. With respect to tax
map #28A10-A-17A and #28A10-A-18 (Sussex Trace Associates), a minimum of 500
foot setback for solar equipment shall be maintained from the property line and the
wooded buffer shall consist of a 200-foot-wide contiguous area left in its natural
vegetative state of existing trees and shall be located entirely on tax map #28-A-211
and #28-A-20 (Grayland Company) Ln—the—event—ef—a—nat—u%a-kd—saste#e#&mqﬂa-pe%m

addltlon there shall be a 200-foot- W|de contiguous area left in its natural vegetatlve
state of existing trees which shall remain along a line north from #28A10-A-17A
(Sussex Trace Associates) property boundary and running parallel with Sussex Drive to
the property boundary of tax map #28-A-21 (Grayland Company).

e Condition 11. A minimum 50’ foot setback from the solar equipment to the property
line shall be provided around the perimeter of the solar energy facility where it is
adjacent to property not owned by the same property owner as covered in the CUP at
the time of approval by the Board of Supervisors. A 25-foot wide wooded buffer of
existing trees shall be maintained on the applicant’s property around the perimeter of
the project where it is adjacent to property not owned by the same property owner as
covered in the CUP. During construction the setback area may be used for the staging
of materials or parking. The security fence and project roads may be located within
the setbacks.
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e Condition 12. A minimum 100-foot setback from any solar structure to any public
right-of-way shall be provided where the project is adjacent to the public right-of-way.
Along public rights-of-way, a 25-foot-wide wooded buffer of existing trees shall be
maintained on the applicant’s property. The security fence and project roads may be
located within setbacks. During construction the setback area may be used for the
staging of materials and parking.

e Added Condition 13. In the case of any event, natural or otherwise, that substantially
eliminates a required wooded buffer, whether that buffer was planted, consisted of
existing trees, or was an area left in its natural vegetative state, an evergreen buffer
shall be planted consisting of a double row of evergreen trees that are at least 6-8 feet
in height at the time of planting and spaced 10 feet apart. Each row shall be offset
from the other to achieve the maximum amount of screening.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN CITATIONS

The Comprehensive Plan 2004-2005 update was adopted on October 20, 2005. The plan was
amended April 2, 2019 and February 17, 2022 to specifically address solar generating facilities.
In relation to the amended conditions, the comprehensive plan recommends that steps be taken
to minimize negative impacts in proximity to residences; historic, cultural, recreational, or
environmentally- sensitive areas; and scenic viewsheds.

ZONING ORDINANCE PROVISIONS

The original CUP was approved prior to the revision of the County’s Zoning Ordinance to more
adequately address solar facilities. Conditions 10, 11 and 12 were included as conditions of
the CUP to preserve adequate bufferyards to lessen the visual impact of the facility adjacent to
existing residential development and from public rights-of-way. The revised ordinance
includes the following provision.

The Zoning Ordinance was updated February 17, 2022 and now includes the following
language:

Appendix B, Zoning: Article | 16-1 Definitions and Article XXII, Solar and Battery Facilities,
Supplementary Use requlations
Sec. 16-406f

e Vegetative Screening: In the event existing vegetation or landforms providing the
screening are inadequate or disturbed, new plantings shall be provided in a landscaped strip
at least 50 feet wide. Landscaping intended for screening shall consist of a combination of
non-invasive species, pollinator species, and native plants, shrubs, trees, grasses, forbs, and
wildflowers. Trees intended for screening shall consist of a combination of evergreen and
deciduous trees that are 5-6 ft. in height at time of planting. A triple row of trees shall be
placed on average at 15 ft. on center. A list of appropriate plant materials shall be available
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at the Planning Office. Species listed on DCR’s Invasive Plant Species list shall not be used.

STAFF CONCLUSIONS

Proposed amendments to CUP condition (10) with an additional proposed condition.

There have been changes since the issuance of the CUP to instigate this change. The condition
was approved along with the original CUP and is still valid today. During site plan review, The
Planning & Zoning Department find a conflict with condition 10, 11, and 12 in regards to the
25-foot- wide wooded buffer of existing trees. Staff was inform that the wooded buffers was
removed by a property owner. The situation was discussed between Energix Renewables,
developer of Waverly Solar, LLC, and Sussex County on how to remedy the issue. However
for any suggested remedy, it will require an amendment to the CUP in order to address the
verbiage of current conditions which exclusively expresses “the use of a 25 foot wide wooded
buffer of existing trees that shall be maintained on the applicant’s property” along the right-of-
way and perimeter of the project.

Based on Planning and Zoning Department staff recent site visit, many of the areas that
timbered or cleared had retain some of its vegetation. Some areas referenced within the exhibit
may have adequate amount of vegetation for a buffer which will not need the planting of
evergreen trees. Staff believe that the original purpose of these conditions was to allow this
project to blend in seamlessly with its surroundings. The major goals were to minimize the
impact of the natural vegetation as well as reduce visual impacts on the community.

STAFF CONCLUSIONS

Strengths

e The proposed 6-8-foot replacement vegetation exceeds the height recommended by the
revised ordinance provisions.
e The cleared areas are beginning to naturally re-establish vegetation.

Weaknesses

e Some of the regrown vegetation may be disturbed in the process of re-planting of trees.
e It may take approximately 5 years or more for the new vegetation to reach the original
intent of the conditions.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends approval of the proposed amendments contingent upon additional changes
as may be included upon review and discussion by the Commission and Board.

She indicated that the county
is a rural and agricultural community. We should do as much as we can to hide the project.

QUESTIONS, CONCERNS, AND COMMENTS FROM THE COMMISSION

e Commissioner Mayes: Will the trees be maintain or allow to grow back to its original
vegetation state? Ms. Sink clarified that the intent is to maintain the wooded buffer area,
while the rest of the area within the setbacks will be allowed to return to their original
vegetative state.

e Commissioner Bracy: Will the grass be maintained underneath the solar panels? Ms.
Sink responded that they will maintain that area as well.

e Commissioner Mayes: Will the areas where there will be no solar panels be replanted
as well? Ms. Sink respond that they will allow those areas to regrow naturally where no
solar panels are visible.

QUESTIONS, CONCERNS, AND COMMENTS FROM THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
e Supervisor Futrell: Is there a way to plant the trees ahead of time? Ms. Sink stated that
they usually doing their planting near the end of a project. However, we will be happy

to do prior to the start of construction.

e Supervisor Seward: If the planted trees died, will they be replaced? Ms. Sink responded
that they will be replaced. Mr. Foster, special counsel of the applicant, followed up by
stating that it would be covered under the new condition to replace any dying trees. Mr.
Gore indicated that it is not clearly defined within that new condition.

e The Board and Mr. Gore discussed about adding conditions which include the time of
planting by the end of 2022 and the replacement of diseased and/or dying trees by the
next planting season.

e Mr. Fly: Concern on how much area is left to naturally revegetate after the security
fence and access road is placed within the setback. Ms. Sink responded that the access
road be approximately 20°. Mr. Fly indicated that we leave only 5 feet of re-vegetation
within some of the setbacks. Mr. Gore question if it is feasible to place the access road
outside of the setback area.

e Mr. Gore suggested that the language should be striked to not allow access/ internal
roads within the setbacks. Ms. Sink consulted with their engineer and confirm that they
can accommodate doing that.
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e Mr. Gore said there are three conditions that are proposed before the Commission and
Board. One condition deals with the planting time of the buffers. Another replacement
of buffer that dies. Last one includes not having the security fence and access roads
within the setbacks where the buffer was removed.

On a cash basis, the General Fund ended FYE 2022 with a balance of $9,389,073. This is an increase of
$1.11 million over last year’s balance on June 30, 2021. Also in FYE22, the County used $606,412 in reserve
funds for additional appropriations throughout the year. Landfill revenue for FYE22 totaled $5.25 million,
which was $400,000 over budgeted revenue. | recommend that the Board replenish the $600,000 Reserve
Funds used, and move the excess revenue from Landfill tipping fees, as well as the $1 million of annual
increase of General Fund balance, to the Reserve fund.

Therefore, to better monitor cash flow and increase the Reserve Fund, | recommend that the Board
appropriate and transfer $2 million from the General Fund to the Reserve for Capital Projects Fund (135).
This would increase the Reserve Fund to $5.9 million, while maintaining a General Fund operating balance of
over $5.4 million. This operating balance would leave the County in good standing for the FYE23 budget,
while allowing for encumbrances and designated use of fund balance.

If the Board chooses to make this transfer, it would necessitate a vote to appropriate and transfer
$2,000,000 from the General Fund (100) to the RCPF (135) Fund.

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THE HISTORY OF MISSION MINISTRIES

Members of Sacred Heart Catholic Church and Waverly
UMC met at '

a home in Waverly in November and December 2001 under
the leadership of Father Gallagher as guided by the Holy
Spirit. These meetings were held to discuss bringing about a
program to provide help for those in need in the community.
This help would be provided through the giving of food and
financial assistance with housing, utilities, and heating
expenses.

In February 2002, an organizational meeting with
representatives from Sacred Heart Catholic Church and
Waverly UMC was held with the resulting determination
that more participants were needed for the organization to be
viable. At the following March meeting in 2002, the
Waverly Congregational Christian Church joined the group,
and after much discussion, those present consented to
organize and a Chairperson and Treasurer were elected.
After a vote, the name, “Mission Ministries” was accepted
as the name for the organization. Sacred Heart Catholic
Church presented Mission Ministries with a Grant of $1200.
As the need for more participants in the organization grew,
other churches of various denominations became members,
and as a result, positions of Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson,
Secretary, and Treasurer were filled.

The following mission statement was developed in 2005:
“In response to Christ, the purpose of Mission Ministries is
to assess the most basic needs of the most neglected in our
community and to try to meet those needs in service to
Christ, who said that if we do these things unto one of the
least of these, we have done it also unto Christ.” Also in
2005, By-Laws were developed and accepted.

By the grace and goodness of God, Mission Ministries has
grown into an organization that includes twelve participating
churches in areas of Sussex County and Prince George
County. Each member church is asked to donate at least
$500. annually—some are donating more. By the closing of
the year of 2010, Mission Ministries distributed over
$35,000. for assistance with utilities, rent, heat, and food to
those in need, all made possible through donations and
grants.

Mission Ministries has been granted a 50-year lease from the
Town of Waverly for $1/year, of the “old library” building
on Main St. in Waverly. Renovation of the building was
completed with volunteers contributing over 2000 hours of
work allowing the food pantry to officially open October
2010,. The food pantry at the Mission Ministries Outreach
Center is now open every week from 1:00—3:30 PM, with
volunteer teams from the churches working together to
serve. We have been approved by the Central VA Food
Bank, Richmond, VA, to obtain and give out USDA Food
for those who meet the government’s criteria. We also pay
the Central VA Food Bank for their administrative fees to
cover distribution of the donated food.. In the near future, in
conjunction with the Sussex County Extension Agent, plans
are in progress to provide classes for Diabetic Teaching,
nutritional cooking—and instructions on how to get the most
out of the food clients receive. Other options for possible
classes that will benefit the community will be explored.

As we strive to serve those who are most in need, we ask for
your prayers and your donations of food and financial
contributions in order for us to continue bringing God’s light
into the world with hope instilled in every human heart.

MANY THANKS FOR YOUR SUPPORT! Founded in 2002, Mission Ministries is an ecumenical, non-
profit organization that serves people in need regardless of race or religious affiliation. We are run completely
by volunteers, and since March 2020 when the COVID-19 pandemic started affecting our lives, we managed to
keep the food pantry open due to the generosity of our community.

FOOD PANTRY - Our food panty opened in the fall of 2010, and we are members of the Feed More food
bank in Richmond. We are approved to distribute USDA food and also accept donations of non-perishable food
from the community. In 2021 each month we served an average of 112 households representing about 248
people. During 2021 we received a total of 38,880 pounds of USDA food and 26,096pounds of produce from
Feed More. The food pantry is usually open on the 1%t and 3" Saturdays of the month from 1:00 to 3:00 pm.
These dates can change due to holidays, and clients can get more details about the food pantry and its schedule
by calling our answering machine at (804)659-3671 or finding us on Facebook or Google.

OUTREACH - As funding permits on monthly basis, households requesting financial assistance are
interviewed and counseled regarding their specific situation. Due to the pandemic, applications are now
accepted in writing instead of in-person. During 2021 we assisted 9 families representing 16 individuals (13
adults and 3 children) with electric, fuel, or water bills.

As an individual, church, or organization, your continuing financial support is critical to keeping our food
pantry and outreach efforts going. Mission Ministries depends entirely on donations, and we are a 501(c)3
charity, so financial contributions are tax-deductible.

Summary: At the request of Supervisor Tyler, staff has been working with CHA to determine if a
pedestrian/bicycle path can be developed along US 301 in Jarratt, south of the main intersection
(Rt 631, extending to Rt 708). This stretch of four-lane highway has a significant amount of truck
and car traffic, but residents (including children) living in neighborhoods on the south side of
Jarratt use the shoulder and travel lane to access the town’s commercial area (as witnessed by
staff, CHA, and VDOT during numerous site visits). Stevie Steele of CHA will present a potential
option with cost estimate that would allow for the construction of a path that would not be
subject to VDOT design standards and approval process, and associated high cost. As illustrated
in the attachment, the transfer of a 40-foot wide VDOT right-of-way to accommodate a 10-foot
wide trail is proposed. If the Board of Supervisors wishes to move forward with this project, then
CHA will begin preparing the right-of-way transfer request and related documentation.

Summary: Attached is a letter from the Sussex Service Authority requesting the County’s
financial assistance with a project to construct a wastewater line to serve the residence at 202
East Main Street in Waverly. It has been discovered that this property was never connected to
the town’s wastewater collection system as part of a subdivision development project in the
1960s (but has been a utility customer since that time). The SSA is requesting that the County
pay $5,635.93, which represents 1/3 of the total project cost to be shared with the Town of
Waverly and the SSA (it should be noted that the property owner will still be responsible for the
cost of installing a wastewater line from the house to the property line). This project is based on
a recommendation from CHA to connect the property to the wastewater collection system in the
most cost-effective manner.

With legal and engineering advisement, staff does not believe that the County has a responsibility
and/or liability to participate in this project that will provide the necessary wastewater service to
the property owner. However, due to the SSA consent order and DEQ’s expectation that
wastewater issues be addressed, staff recommends participation in the project to demonstrate
a measure of good faith with DEQ that the county is willing to assist the SSA in addressing
environmental concerns.

Recommendation: Staff recommends approval of $5,635.93 in reserve funds as a 1/3 share of
costs associated with a wastewater line connection to serve 202 East Main Street in Waverly.

Summary: The purpose of the Economic Development Access Program is to assist localities in
providing adequate access to new or expanding economic development sites. The program is
administered by VDOT subject to review by the CTB. These funds may be requested by the local
governing body. The maximum unmatched allocation within any one fiscal year is $500,000. A
supplement of up to $150,000 is available upon locality’s match (dollar for dollar). Funding is
dependent on the estimated cost of eligible portion of access road and anticipated eligible capital
investment on sites served. Such supplemental funds shall be considered only when an individual
project’s estimated eligible costs exceed $500,000.

This request would provide funding for design and engineering for roadway improvements for
the Sussex Megasite and Route 602 Industrial Park. As part of the application process, a local
resolution requesting Economic Development Access Funds is required. Based upon preliminary
construction cost estimates provided by Timmons, design costs for this project should be range
between $300,000 and $500,000. The CTB is scheduled to consider future Economic

Development Access fund requests on October 26" and December 6.
