Supervisor Fly entered at 5:36 p.m. 
 
Item 6.  FY2019 Budget Work Session 
 
County Administrator Jones opened the Budget Work Session to further discuss budget items. 
 
County Administrator Jones discussed to start building up funds on a regular basis to replace fire 
equipment as the County had done in the past.  He stated that the budget as proposed for FY2019, 
has $150,000.00 set aside in account, as well as $500,000.00+ for the purchase of a fire engine.   
 
County Administrator Jones also advised that there were discussion with KME—the company the 
County purchasing the fire truck.  KME provided a detailed proposal of everything the fire 
department wanted in which the total was approximately $552,000.00.  County Administrator 
Jones stated that the information received from KME gave the final number as well as a calendar 
of how the fire engine would be purchased.  County Administrator Jones gave a brief overview of 
the proposed purchase and payment process of the fire engine and how the funds would be used to 
make adjustments to the proposed budget for the Sheriff’s Department, the Tie Breaker position, 
the Carousel, and the funds for the matching of potential state or federal level grants such as AFID. 
 
County Administrator Jones stated that the budget as it is currently proposed would basically stay 
at the same overall amount which was $36,236,768.00.  In the proposed budget, the Unassigned 
Fund Balance is approximately $490,000.00.  County Administrator Jones stated that if the 
proposal as recommended is accepted, the $36,236,768.00 would approximately be the same.  The 
Unassigned Fund Balance would decrease to approximately $38,000.00.  However, the numbers 
that were given could be accommodated. 
 
The Board was provided a number of $102,000.00 to adjust the Sheriff’s Department budget to 
bring the entry level salaries in line with surrounding localities. 
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Vice Chairman Blowe inquired of the funding from the State Board.  Vice Chairman Blowe also 
suggested to put in a place a two (2) or three (3) minimum policy that a deputy much remain with 
Sheriff’s Department after receiving training Sheriff’s Department so that deputies wouldn’t 
receive training and then leave. 

Supervisor Fly stated that the Board needs to find a long term solution for salary adjustments from 
reoccurring funds. 

There was discussion of increase in revenue from Atlantic Waste and expected use of funding to 
include helping with expenses of manned convenience sites, paying for funding for health 
insurance benefits and two percent (2%) cost of living allowance. 

Chairman Seward suggested that the Board review the budget and bring recommendations back to 
the Board. 

There was discussion of scheduling another Budget Work Session to review cuts/adjustments prior 
to adopting the budget.  The general consensus is to meet on June 21, 2018 at 5:00 p.m. 

There was discussion of finding another economic development association. 

County Administration Jones stated that he propose that the Board could agree on broader 
categories where cuts could be made.  The totals in those areas and get rid of line item, because if 
there is funding in the line item and it’s adopted, the funding can be requested.  County 
Administrator Jones suggested that the Board identify the items.  The items would be taken from 
the broader categories.  For the budget, the money will be placed in a line item called “Unallocated 
Funds” from the Outside Agencies.  He would ask the Board to consider the proposal regarding 
the fire trucks; there would be a budget to adopt on June 21, 2018.  With the items in the 
Unallocated Funds line items, a meeting can be held after the budget is adopted any items can be 
cut/adjusted as needed.  Funds could be moved from this line item, in the amount agreed upon, to 
the organization desired.  Those line items removed would be reduced to $0; the funds would stay 
in the budget in the Unallocated Funds line item. 

Supervisor Tyler made his disclosure:  “I’m an employee of the Improvement Association and 
receive a salary in excess of $10,000.00 annually.  The address of the Improvement Association is 
1750 East Atlantic Street, Emporia, Virginia 23847.   Because of personal interest, I would like to 
participate in discussion of this item.  I say this because the Improvement Association is one of the 
Outside Agencies’ line item.”  Supervisor Tyler stated that the Improvement Association has to 
sign teachers’ contracts.   

There was discussion of the Virginia Legal Aide line item.  There was discussion of using gas 
cards for fueling. 

County Administrator Jones had questions as to whether a meeting could be scheduled two (2) 
hours prior to the regular to adopt the budget, to discuss final budget matter.  The interim county 
attorney was consulted.  It was advised that the meeting could be scheduled, as long as no drastic 
changes would be made to the budget such as raising taxes.

The June 21, 2018 Special Meeting (Budget Work Session) of the Sussex County Board of 
Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Seward.

Item5.  Approval of Agenda 
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ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR BLOWE, seconded by SUPERVISOR STRINGFIELD and 
carried:  RESOLVED that the Sussex County Board of Supervisors hereby approves the June 21, 
2018 Special Meeting (Budget Work Session) agenda inclusive of adding as Item 6.5, Board 
Members’ Comments. 
Voting aye:  Supervisors Blowe, Fly Futrell, Seward, Stringfield, Tyler

Item 6.  FY2019 Budget Work Session 
 
Chairman Seward opened the FY2019 Budget Work Session. 
 
Vice Chairman Blowe made the motion that the Board accepts the recommendation of the FY2019 
Budget made by the County Administrator with the amendments that have been noted to increase 
the Sheriff’s Department budget.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Stringfield.  Supervisor 
Stringfield stated that he seconded the motion because he wanted the men and women of the 
Sheriff’s Department to know that they were valued and wanted as part of the staff at the County. 
 
Supervisor Futrell inquired as to whether the motion was regarding just the Sheriff’s Department’s 
budget or the entire budget.  Vice Chairman Blowe clarified that the motion was to accept the 
budget, not to approve the budget until the regular meeting, to move the issue forward.  
 
During discussion, Supervisor Fly stated that no changes had been adopted for the budget nor was 
an amount approved for the Sheriff’s budget or other items.  With no final action taken by the 
Board, the Sheriff’s request for funding to adjust salaries (raises), other departments, fire trucks, 
and any other items, the adoption of the motion would not be include the items in the budget 
because no amounts have been finalized.   
 
Supervisor Fly offered a substitute motion to enter into budget discussions. 
 
Vice Chairman Blowe asked Chairman Seward to allow County Administrator Jones to address 
statements made by Supervisor. 
 
Supervisor Fly called point of order and wanted clarification in regards to whether the County 
Administrator could enter into Board discussion as a Board member, an elected official, on a 
motion on the floor. 
 
Vice Chairman Blowe stated that County Administrator Jones was asked to clarify a point and 
would address the issue/statement made by Supervisor Fly that the items mentioned were not 
brought before the Board.  Vice Chairman Blowe stated that the County Administrator Jones 
brought before the Board at its last meeting, and presented the amount of approximately 
$102,000.00 regarding the Sheriff’s request for an increase. 
 
Chairman Seward asked the interim county attorney whether the county administrator could 
legally enter into discussion on a motion as a Board member. 
 
Interim County Attorney Powell stated that Vice Chairman Blowe made a motion to move forward 
with the budget.  Supervisor Fly offered a substitute motion.  Procedurally, according to the 
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bylaws, if a substitute motion is made, there is a vote on the substitute motion.  If the substitute 
motion passes, it’s the end of the discussion of the motion.  If the substitute motion fails, the 
original motion of Vice Chairman Blowe would be back on the floor for a vote. 
 
At the request of Chairman Seward, Supervisor Fly restated the motion. 
 
During discussion, just for clarification, Supervisor Tyler stated that the Board had gone on record 
to state that the Board would support the Sheriff’s Department and provide adequate funding.   
 
ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR FLY, seconded by SUPERVISOR FUTRELL and carried:  
RESOLVED that the Sussex County Board of Supervisors hereby enters into budget discussions. 
Voting aye:  Supervisors Fly, Futrell, Seward 
Voting nay:  Supervisors Blowe, Stringfield, Tyler 
 
The vote on the motion tied with Supervisors Fly, Futrell, and Seward voting “aye”; Supervisors 
Blowe, Stringfield, and Tyler voting “nay”. 
 
Mr. Steve White, the Tie Breaker, was asked for his vote.   
 
Mr. White voted “aye”.  The motion carried. 
 
County Administration had presented options for funding the $51,000.00 for the Sheriff’s salary 
adjustments for the original amount provided.  Chairman Seward inquired of options for the 
additional funding. 
 
County Administrator Jones stated that at the last meeting, June 11, 2018 Special Meeting (Budget 
Work Session), the $50,900.00 ($51,000.00) was determined by information received from the 
Sheriff’s Office wherein raises would total $44,000.00 with making an addition for social security, 
the total was determined to be approximately $51,000.00.  Additional discussion at the last Board 
meeting revealed that the $51,000.00 was not ample for the desired accomplishment regarding the 
Sheriff’s budget.  County Administrator Jones stated that the $102,000.00 basically came from the 
doubling of the $51,000.00.  The $102,000.00 or less would create a raise amount plus the 
subsequent additions that would be needed for social security, etc. 
 
County Administrator Jones stated that Administration came into the last meeting with a proposed 
solution to the increasing of the budget by $51,000.00.  At the last meeting, the County had 
received from KME—the company that will be building the fire engine for Sussex County—the 
timeline of how the payment of the fire engine would be accomplished.  The payment for the fire 
engine would be due after July 1, 2019.  With the payment being due in FY2020, it was proposed 
to use the funding for the fire engine in the FY2019 proposed budget for the adjustments that had 
been discussed up to that point. Those adjustments would be the $102,000.00 for the Sheriff’s 
Department, as well as the total needed for the funding of the Tie Breaker position, and the funding 
for the Sheriff’s Carousel. The others such as Intrinsic would be taken care of with the Capital 
Improvements Plan with funds that were in the plan that didn’t need to be used this year but would 
be encumbered for next year to care of the remaining funding.   
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County Administrator Jones stated that the proposal, without having any cuts or moving funding 
around, just using the fire engine situation, would fund all of the adjustments for the raises in 
salaries and other items mentioned.—recognizing that the fire engine would be paid for in FY20.  
The Unassigned Fund Balance will increase to almost double. 
 
County Administrator Jones stated that there was a mechanism for approving the budget with the 
adjustments being made.  
 
ON THE MOTION OF SUPERVISOR FLY, seconded by SUPERVISOR FUTRELL and carried:  
RESOLVED that the Sussex County Board of Supervisors hereby approves and allocates an 
additional $102,000.00 in the Fiscal Year 2018/2019 Budget for salaries in the Sheriff’s 
Department budget. 
Voting aye:  Supervisors Blowe, Fly, Futrell, Seward, Stringfield, Tyler 
Voting nay:  none 
 
ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR FLY, seconded by SUPERVISOR FUTRELL and carried:  
RESOLVED that the Sussex County Board of Supervisors hereby allocates an additional 
$10,000.00 in the Fiscal Year 2018/2019 Budget for salaries in the Commissioner of the Revenue’s 
office. 
Voting aye:  Supervisors Blowe, Fly, Futrell, Seward, Stringfield, Tyler 
Voting nay:  none 
 
Supervisor Fly made the motion, seconded by Supervisor Futrell that all Outside Agencies not 
receive any increase in funding in the FY2018/2019 Budget—level funding; and that the Outside 
Agencies budget to remain the same as they were in FY2017/2018.  Any agency not funded in the 
FY2017/2018 budget, is not be funded in the FY2018/2019 Budget. 
 
Supervisor Tyler made his disclosure: “I am an employee of the Improvement Association and I 
do receive salary in excess of $10,000.00 annually.  The address of the Improvement Association 
is 1750 East Atlantic Avenue, Emporia, Virginia even though they just built my office in Waverly.  
I’m a member of a group three (3) or employees of the Association.  I have a personal interest in 
the Board of Supervisors action relating to funding the Improvement Association.  I feel as I’m 
able to act fairly and impartial in the best interest of the public in the funding the Improvement 
Association and the other Outside Agencies. 
 
There were discussions regarding not funding outside agencies, 81100 to 81800, that provide direct 
services to the community including education.   
 
There were discussions regarding the Improvement Association request for an increase.  The 
Improvement Association’s request was in an effort to bring their teachers’ salaries up to standard.  
There was discussion as to what the other localities were contributing to Improvement 
Association’s request for an increase.  There was also discussion of provisional certification and 
starting salaries. 
 
Supervisor Fly amended his motion to include all items under Outside Agencies to be level funded 
to include:  Confinement of Inmates and Juvenile and Domestic Relations Court. 
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Supervisor Stringfield offered a substitute motion to approve the increase for the Improvement 
Association.  After brief discuss, Supervisor Stringfield withdrew his motion. 
 
The Board returned to the original motion on the floor. 
 
ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR FLY, seconded by SUPERVISOR FUTRELL and carried:  
RESOLVED that the Sussex County Board of Supervisors hereby approves level funding for all 
Outside Agencies to include Confinement of Inmates and Juvenile and Domestic Relations Court. 
Voting aye:  Supervisors Fly, Futrell, Seward 
Voting nay:  Supervisor Blowe, Stringfield, Tyler 
 
The motion tied.  Mr. Steve White, the Tie Breaker, was asked to vote.  Mr. White voted “aye”.  
The motion carried. 
 
Supervisor Fly made the motion, seconded by Supervisor Futrell to decrease funding for the South

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County Administrator Jones stated that the County of Sussex properly advertised and procured the 
Community Planning Partners, Inc., for grant writing, management, and general planning 
assistance services under an original contract executed between the County and Consultant 
on November 30, 2015.    
 
The County received an award from the Virginia Department of Housing and Community 
Development (VDHCD) for the Regional Urgent Need Project (CIG #17—UN-16) in the amount 
of $1,397,044.00.  The County was authorized by VDHCD to incur Pre-Contract Expenses.  The 
contract between the County and   VDHCD is expected to be executed in the next few weeks. 
  
An addendum to the original contract, in an amount not to exceed $100,000.00, is requested to 
engage the Community Planning Consultants, Inc., to perform grant management assistance 
services for the Regional Urgent Need Project.   
 
Pursuant to the Code of Virginia, approval of the Board of Supervisors is required. The funding 
agency (VDHCD) will review and approve the addendum prior to execution by all parties.  
  
County Administrator Jones noted that the amount not to exceed $100,000.00 is part of the grant 
funding, not County funds.

Board Member Expenditure and Reimbursement Guidelines 
 

General Guidelines 
 

The Sussex County Board of Supervisors hereby approves the following regulations for the use 
of board member district funds: 
 

I. Board District Funds 
 
Funds to support individual district operations for each Board member may be appropriated by 
the Board. The district amount is established by Board annually.  The county administrator is 
responsible for instituting processes to track the use of these funds, by district, and providing 
monthly expenditure status reports to each Board member of spending in his/her respective 
district. District funds may be expended for the following categories of expenditures only and 
shall comply with the regulations set out herein: 
 

A.  Grants 
A monetary grant to a civic, cultural, charitable, community, public school organization 
or association may be made, provided that the County is authorized to make a grant to 
such an organization or association by the Code of Virginia (Va. Code § 15.2-953). The 
organization or association must either be located within the county limits or provide 
services to County residents. Grants shall not be authorized for religious or political 
purposes. Organizations receiving grants must acknowledge that any organization 
receiving funding from the County may be subject to an audit review. Board members 
shall not authorize grants to any organization within a 90 day period prior to County 
Board Elections. 
 
B.  Meetings and Events 
Meetings or events prepared or conducted by a Board member in the representation of 
the Board member’s district. This includes cost of any expenses incurred for providing 
refreshments for constituents in meetings and events open to the public. 
 
C. Constituent Outreach 
Communications with constituents to promote civic involvement and public awareness 
of County operations, services, programs, policies, and matters pending before the 
County Board and to elicit input from constituents regarding such matters. 
 
D. Printed and Electronic Materials - Communications and Distribution 
Mailing, publication or distribution, whether by electronic means or otherwise, of 
newsletters, posters, door hangers, signs, advertisements, notices, trinkets or similar 
items containing an individual Board member’s name, picture, photograph or likeness. 
No such use may be made within 90 days of an election for the Board. An exception to 
this guideline will be permitted in the occurrence of any catastrophic event as 
determined and approved by the Board chair and subsequently reported to Board as 
expeditiously as possible. 
 
 



E. Advertisements 
Any placement of a message in any newspaper, magazine or on any broadcast system or 
electronic medium promoting a Board member sponsored event primarily for district 
participation. 

 
I. Unauthorized Expenditure of Public Funds 

 
Certain expenditures are considered unauthorized and will not be paid for with County funds. 
They include, but are not limited to: 
 

1. Campaign-related expenses, 
2. Political or religious contributions or events, 
3. Personal portions of any travel, 
4. Personal automobile expenses, i.e., traffic citations, insurance, repairs, 
5. Personal losses incurred while on County business, and 
6. Training or other educational endeavor undertaken by the Board member or 

his/her staff to ensure compliance with campaign financing laws; or other laws, 
rules or regulations associated with the Board member’s activities as a political 
candidate.

Animal Services Monthly Report: Attached is the June 2018 Monthly Report. As you can see, 

we are attempting to adopt, rescue and return as many animals as possible. 

This month, twenty-two {22) canines were rescued, one {1) canine was returned to owner and 

one (1) was adopted. Four {4) canines euthanized. 

This month, zero {O) felines rescued and zero (0) was adopted. 

Daily Operation Data: Attached in the monthly daily operations data. The data shows the various 

task and functions preforms by the Officers daily. Please read the description for each category 

for a better understanding and the hours spent each month. 

Administration: The Administration category is very broad and includes the officer's paperwork, 

time at the County Administration Office and taking moneys collected to the Treasurer's Office. 

Each animal that is picked-up and received at the shelter must have a report and paperwork 

throughout it's time there. This category also includes coping files, printing photographs for 

cases and court cases and written reports. Total for June (28) Hours 

Patrol: Each Officer is required to patrol a designated area of the County each month. They are 

looking for stray animals, code violations, and animal welfare checks and ensure the citizens have 

their County Licenses and Rabies shots just to mention a few task. Total for June (64) Hours 

Total Number of Calls for Service: A new category will be added to the report each month. This 

data is needed to understand the call volume within the Division. This number will be all calls 

received from the County Dispatch Center"# of calls" and, all "In house calls", those calls received 

at the shelter or direct calls to staffing. Total for June (41) Calls 

Complaints: These are calls given to the Officers by the Dispatch Center or received from citizens 

by phone or word of mouth. Total for June (54) Hours 
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Welfare Checks: These are either response from phone calls and/or while on patrol.  These times 
are recorded since we need to understand how many hours are spent on this task. Total for June 
(5) Hours

 Rabies/License Check: While on Patrol or on-duty, if an animal, pen, kennel and/or evidence 
that an animal is present; the Officer will check to ensure the owner of the animals has their 
County License and their Rabies shots are current.  Total for June (6) Hours 

Phone Call/In/Out: During their daily task, the Officers receive and return phone calls throughout 
the day. These could include communications with the staff members, answering questions for 
the citizens and addressing concerns, just to list a few examples.  Total in June (28.5) Hours 

Investigation: While answering complaints and/or on patrol, the Officers may come across 
different situations such as animal cruelty, lack of care for the animals, neglect and lack of medical 
attention, improper care of the animals to list a few examples.  The Officer will investigate the 
case to gather the facts, interview witnesses, communicate with the animal owner or caregiver, 
take photos to record the scene and gather evidence to present to the courts if needed. The 
Officer may have to return multiple times to gather the needed information. Total in June (1) 
Hours  

Follow up Visit: While on Patrol or addressing a complaint, if an Officer identifies a code violation 
with an animal, the Officer will attempt to work with the owner/caregiver to resolve the issue 
through education provide the code section information and explain the violation and possible 
way to resolve the problem. The owner will be given 10 days to resolve the issue unless they have 
been cited for the same violation before or it is a safety, health and/or animal Welfare issue. In 
these listed cases, a follow-up visit is required to ensure compliance on the identified issue.  Total 
in June (20) Hours 

Summons: Whenever a code can’t be resolved through education, information provided, working 
with the animal owner and other related examples, a summons will be given as a last result.  In 
cases where the animal owner has been warned once before about an issue, cases of animal 
cruelty and neglect, not getting a county licenses/rabies shots and other related examples, a 
summons shall be issued.  Total in June (1) Hours 

After Hour Cases:  Since emergency animal complaints and bites occur all the time, the Officers 
will be required to respond to such emergency after hours and on weekends. This includes one 
weekend of Mutual Aid coverage for Surry County. Total in June (27) Hours 

Training:  Each Officer is required to attend in-service hour each two (2) years.  Also, the division 
provides training in-house during the month and also during our monthly staff meetings.  Total 
in June (8) Hours

Rabies Clinic:  The Officers assist the veterinarian with rabies vaccinations.  Several times a year, 
a local rabies vaccination clinic is held throughout the county to reduce the normal cost to the 
citizens.  Total in June (0) Hours 

Equipment/Shelter Maintenance:  The Officers provide maintenance on the shelter, traps; 
vehicles (wash and disinfect vehicles) and grounds whenever possible.  This reduces the cost of 
operations and down time waiting on an outside vendor to respond to the request.  Total in June 
(8) Hours

Veterinarian: Our Officers from time to time must carry animals from the shelter to our 
veterinarian for medical reasons, injuries, medical treatment and other related issues. Total in 
June (9.5) Hours 

Landfill: Great strives are being made to reduce the number of Euthanized animals at our shelter. 
However, from time to time an animal may die within the shelter; an animal may have to be 
euthanized due to aggression, deemed dangerous by the courts and other related examples.  In 
such rare cases, the animals must be properly disposed of at the county landfill.  The shelter does 
have a large freezer to store the animals to avoid numerous trips each month.  Total in June (1.5) 
Hour 

Court: In cases where the Officers attempt to resolve the animal code related issues fails, the 
animal owner/caretaker shall be issued a Summons to appear in court.  Total in June (0) Hours 

Kennel Inspections: Each week the Officers make kennel inspections within our shelter.  They are 
looking for cleanliness, missing screws and/or hardware, sharp objects that could cut or injure 
the animals and/or possible safety and/or injury potentials to the staff and animals. Total in June 
(0) Hour

Canine Shots: Whenever needed, the Officers will provide shots to the canines within the shelter. 
This is based on the number of canines in the shelter.  Total in June (0) Hours 

Shelter Related: The Officers provide support to the pound attendants and the Adoption/Rescue 
Coordinator at the shelter.  This includes but not limited to animal transports, animal feed from 
the storage bins to the shelter, transfer cleaning chemicals from the outside building to inside 
the shelter and many other related issues as an example.  Total in June (15.5) Hours

Presentation for Jefferson School 

I, Robert Hamlin, am coming before the Sussex County Board of Supervisors on behalf of 
the Community Coalition of Sussex, VA to request that you consider letting the non-profit 
organization lease the property known as Jefferson Elementary School located at 9436 Mayes 
St., Jarratt, VA, 23867.  We would ask that you lease the property to us for a period of no less 
than 10 years for a nominal fee of no more than $10.00 per month with the option to purchase. 
We believe that leasing us this property at $10.00 per month will offset some other county cost 
of maintaining this property. The organization would be responsible for the upkeep and 
insuring, and developing the property into an entity that will serve the community and the 
surrounding area. The property, in its present state, is not maximizing its potential to serve the 
community.  This school is a part of the community and the lives of the people in the 
community and the surrounding area.   

Plans for the Property 

Some of the future plans for the property will include remolding the school to serve the 
surrounding community.  At its completion, the school will have a library, cafeteria, conference 
room and other multipurpose rooms.  We will provide rental spaces for other community 
organizations so that the school can have a revenue resource.   In order to be community spirit 
minded, we will set aside free space for the Sheriff Department, Social Services, Rescue Squad 
and any county department that needs temporary space.  We will work with state agencies and 
community colleges to serve the public. 

The Coalition has plans to improve and develop the grounds.  One example would be a 
walking trail/track.  This will allow the citizens to stop walking on Blue Star Highway (301) and 
other roads in the area for exercise.  This project will be developed simultaneously as we 
remodel the building.  
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The How: Financially and Strategically 

The Coalition is developing an aggressive fund raising program to help support these 
plans.  We will ask the community to invest in this project.   We believe the surrounding 
community will be one of our strongest allies because they have wanted this for a very long 
time.  We will depend on the community for their ideas with this property and we will involve 
them heavily in this process.  We will also partition local churches and businesses in the area 
and county for their support, financially and otherwise. We will also seek grants from local 
foundations, the state, and the government. The Coalition will also seek out partnerships with 
other non-profit groups.    

Conclusion 

The development of the Jefferson Elementary School property will be an ongoing 
project. The plan will be flexible to meet the needs of the local community and the surrounding 
area.  The objective is to serve the local community and surrounding area in matters of health, 
education, and reducing poverty and crime in our county.  And so, the Community Coalition of 
Sussex, VA humbly asks that you grant our request to lease this property as the first step in this 
endeavor.
