WHEREAS, Virginia State University, located overlooking the Appomattox River in the Town of Ettrick in Chesterfield County, celebrates its 125th Anniversary in 2007; and

WHEREAS, Virginia State University (VSU) was founded on March 6, 1882, as the Virginia Normal and Collegiate Institute, making it the first fully state-supported four year institution of higher learning for African Americans and one of Virginia’s two land-grant institutions; and

WHEREAS, since its humble beginnings, Virginia State University has responded to the needs of Virginians as a dynamic institution offering an accessible, affordable and excellent education, and

WHEREAS, with an enrollment of nearly 5,000, VSU students live and attend classes on a  beautiful 236 acre main campus with more than 50 buildings, including 15 dormitories, 16 classroom buildings and a 416 acre agricultural research facility; and

WHEREAS, the first president of Virginia State University was John Mercer Langston, who became the first African American elected to Congress from Virginia; and

WHEREAS, Virginia State University has an exemplary staff of dedicated and outstanding professors, who are committed to offering their students the personal attention that they may not be extended at larger institutions; and      
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WHEREAS, Virginia State University’s academic program include the Bridges to Baccalaureate for students transferring from two year colleges who want to major in the sciences, the Ronald E. McNair Scholars Program for students planning to pursue doctoral degrees in their chosen field of study and the Honda Campus All Star Challenge; and

WHEREAS Virginia State University offers 47 baccalaureate and master’s degree programs within its five schools – the School of Agriculture, School of Business, School of Engineering, Science and Technology, School of Liberal Arts and Education and the School of Graduate Studies, Research and Outreach – a Certificate of Advance Study may also be earned from each school; and

WHEREAS, honors scholarships are available to entering VSU freshmen, including the Presidential and Provost Scholarships; and

WHEREAS in 2003, Virginia State University introduced its first doctoral program and 12 enthusiastic students enrolled in the Doctor of Educational Administration and Supervisor Program; and

WHEREAS, in 2005, Virginia State University began a vital nursing degree program, an important initiative that will train nurses to meet the urgent demand for qualified medical professionals in the hospitals and clinics of the Southside region of Virginia; and

WHEREAS, the School of Graduate Studies, Research and Outreach allows students, often working adults, with diverse professional and education backgrounds to more conveniently continue their education on a full time or part time basis; the school also provides workshops, seminars, as well as credit courses on campus and at sites in Richmond, Emporia, Petersburg, Chesterfield, Dinwiddie, Henrico and other Southside Virginia locations; and

WHEREAS, Virginia State University has a long and rich history and has grown and changed considerably since 1882 and it continues that growth today, enriching individual lives, the surrounding community and the commonwealth through excellent teaching and innovative and engaging programs of study.

Health Department  - absent
Highways, Streets & Roads 
Mr. MacFarland Neblett, Resident Administrator, Waverly Residency of the Virginia Department of Transportation reported that the intersection of Routes 301 and 631 (Henry Road) does in fact qualify for a traffic light due to the significant risk of vehicular accidents.  However, due to lack of state funding; he could not say when it would be installed.  However, the County of Sussex can pay for or share the cost of the installation.
Mr. Neblett also reported that the preliminary design work for Three Bridges Road is complete and the pot holes in the Town of Waverly as requested by Supervisor Jones have been repaired.
County Administrator’s Report
Atlantic Waste Disposal Annual Report

Mr. Michael Kearns, District Manager, Atlantic Waste Disposal presented his annual report. He also thanked the Board for opposing the bill to levy on trash by tons, which was defeated in the recent General Assembly Session.  Atlantic Waste Disposal, Inc. will continue to perform pickups along Routes 602 and 460. (Copies of the report will be retained in the Board of Supervisors minutes March 15, 2007 file).

Davenport & Co., Financial Advisor’s Report 
County Administrator Jones advised the Board that Mr. Roland Kooch from Davenport & Company, LLC, was in attendance to discuss the financial report which include options for financing a school project and other capital needs of the County.

Treasurer’s Report
Mr. Onnie L. Woodruff, Sussex County Treasurer addressed the Board and advised that the statement of money in the banks to the credit of Sussex County at the close of business February 28, 2007 was $14,994,850.98.  (A copy of the Treasurer’s Report is retained in the March 15, 2007 Board packet).
Commissioner of the Revenue  - no report
Sheriff’s Department 
Courthouse Security Budget Increase
Sheriff Kitchen advised the Board that because of the passage of Senate Bill 1082 which increases the courthouse security fee for anyone convicted of any traffic or criminal offense from $5.00 to $10.00.  He requested that an additional deputy sheriff be added to the courthouse security section of the Sheriff’s Departmental budget (line item1111-510).  There is currently one full time deputy funded by this budget as well as off duty deputies who work the lobby.  If the Board of Supervisors adopts a resolution increasing the fee to $10.00, the clerks can begin collecting this fee effective July 1, 2007.  
County Attorney Thompson advised that a public hearing will be necessary.  The public hearing will be scheduled for Thursday, April 19, 2007.
Sussex County Jail
Sheriff Kitchen advised the Board that there is no air conditioning in the kitchen or that part of the building. Staff recently had to rush employees to the hospital because of heat exhaustion.  Based on the size of the building and work needed to be done estimated cost is between $75,000 and $125,000 for the additional air conditioning. Sheriff Kitchen asked that the request be considered at the April 19, 2007 meeting.

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Superintendent of Schools 
Dr. Charles H. Harris, III, Division Superintendent addressed the Board regarding a grant from the Cameron Foundation.  He advised that Sussex County requested and was awarded a significant grant of $221,000 from the Cameron Foundation.  They have received the first installment in the amount of $110,500.00 to be applied towards the “I CAN Learn” computer classrooms.  The School Board is seeking appropriation of these funds from the Sussex County Board of Supervisors.  The intent is to use these funds toward the lab debt.

PUBLIC HEARING

Staff report for Conditional Rezoning Application #2007-01, Martin F. Harrell Sr. and Stuart A. Harrell, applicants was presented by Mrs. Carolyn Stith-Myler, Planning Assistant.
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STATEMENT

The applicants, Martin F. Harrell, Sr., and Stuart A. Harrell seek to rezone several parcels of land totaling 1.66+ acres (identified as tax parcel numbers 147A-A-3 & 147-(A)-24) from A-1 General Agricultural District to B-1, General Business District to allow the construction of a hotel.

LOCATION

The site in question is located at the intersection of Route 301 North (Blue Star Highway) and Route 631 (Henry Road), approximately 300 feet west of the Jarratt interchange (Exit 20) off Interstate 95 in the Henry Election District (a map is included with the Staff Report).

FINDINGS
The subject property is currently zoned A-1, General Agricultural and consists of two (2) parcels of land and some slithers of land (owned by VDOT) totaling 1.66+ acres.  The site contains approximately 322 feet of road frontage along the Route 301 (plat included with Staff Report).

Zoning in the vicinity of the 166+ acre site, is General Agricultural and B-1 General Business. Surrounding land uses consist of single family residential development (the majority of which are rental units), an Exxon Gasoline Station/Convenience Store (containing Blimpies and Pizza Hut Franchises), a Slip-In Gasoline Station/Convenience Store, Owen Ford Vehicle Dealership and woodlands.

Presently, public water and sewer utilities are not available at the site in question, but both water and sewer services can be easily extended to the site at a reasonable cost.  (A letter from the Greensville County Water and Sewer Authority is attached to the Staff Report).  The costs to extend public utilities to the subject property would be the responsibility of the developer and not the County.
REQUEST

The applicants are requesting that the 1.66+ acres of land in question be rezoned from A-1, General Agricultural to B-1, General Business in order to permit the construction of a hotel. The B-1 District allows for the location of hotels.

FUTURE LAND USE
The subject property is located in the Jarratt/I95/US Route 301 Planning Area and is projected for future commercial development in the Sussex County 2004-2005 Comprehensive Plan Update.                                                                            
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CONCERNS
BLANKET REZONING/TRAFFIC/NOISE

A residential community known as Sussex Gardens, which contains approximately nine (9) renter-occupied dwelling and two (2) owner occupied dwellings adjoin the subject property.  Therefore, a blanket rezoning from A-1 has caused staff to be concerned that a commercial operation more intense than a hotel/motel could potentially locate on the subject property. The B-1 zoning district has a list of commercial uses other than hotel/motels that could be allowed on the affected site if rezoned outright from A-1 to B-1 without any conditions/restrictions.  Some of these commercial uses could have a negative impact on adjoining properties in terms of noise, increase traffic and aesthetics (visually).

An adjoining property owner (Ms. Doris Graves) who resides in the Sussex Gardens community has expressed concerns relative to traffic flow and noise.

VOLUNTARY PROFFERS

In order to negate the issues of concerns raised by staff, the applicants have submitted several proffers for the Board’s consideration. The first proffer restricts the applicants to uses of the 1.66+ site to only a hotel; the second requires the applicant to construct a structural barrier along the southern edge of the site bordering residential properties in Sussex Gardens and the third guarantees that access to the affected property will be off U S Route 301 and not thru Mangum and Moore’s Lanes which are located in the Sussex Gardens Community.
RECOMMENDATION

The Planning Commission at its February 5, 2007 meeting voted unanimously (8-0) to approve Conditional Rezoning Application #2007-01 subject to the following conditions:

1) The use of the 1.66+ acre site shall be restricted to only a hotel. However, if any commercial uses other than a hotel are proposed for the site, the applicants must seek an amendment to Rezoning Application #2007-01 and receive the approval of the Sussex County Board of Supervisors following a review by the Planning Commission.

2) A structural barrier, other than a fence of sufficient height and design (to minimize noise associated with the operation of a hotel business) will be constructed along the southern edge of the property bordering the residential properties located in the Sussex Gardens Community.

3) Ingress and egress to the site shall be off U.S. Route 301 (Blue Star Highway)
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The Planning Commission forwards the rezoning request to the Board of Supervisors for approval for the following reasons:

1) The applicants’ voluntary proffers serve to negate concerns of staff and citizens.

2) The future land use for the Jarratt/I-95/U S Route 301 area calls for commercial development at the proposed site.  Therefore, a rezoning from A-1 to B-1 would be consistent and in conformance with the County’s adopted Comprehensive Plan.

3) The proposed rezoning would be compatible with adjoining land uses.

5) The Virginia Department of Transportation does not have any major concerns relative to the requested zoning change (a letter is included with Staff Report).
