Courthouse Volunteer Fire Department Pumper-Tanker Bid Evaluation Results
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Ms. Jones reviewed the evaluation results for the Sussex Courthouse Volunteer Fire Department pumper-tanker.  The evaluation committee consisted of Volunteer Fire Chief, 
Wyatt Cox, Director of Finance, Jerry L. Whitaker and Public Safety Coordinator, Eddie T. Vick. Wage & Salary Study
Staff  reported that the Personnel Committee met on March 21, 2006 to discuss the Wage and Salary Study.
Supervisor Tyler stated that the Board needs to do something with regard to salaries of the County employees, however when he endorsed the study, he did not understand what he had voted on.  He requested more time to review the study and see what increases the County can afford.

Supervisor Fly advised that he too has some concerns with some of the large increases that are proposed for some positions.  He further stated that the Board may need to rescind the resolution adopted on July 28, 2005.
The Board deferred action on the Wage and Salary Study until the Personnel Committee has met to review job classifications and make a recommendation.

Townes Site Engineering

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Homeless Prevention Resolution
County Administrator Jones advised that included in the late agenda packet is a copy of a letter and corresponding resolution from Ms. Barbie Wilson, Program Technician, for the Sussex-Surry-Greensville Improvement Association. Ms. Wilson’s correspondence provides information with regard to a grant for Homeless Intervention Program (HIP), which is awarded by the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development.  This program primarily assists low income families who are in jeopardy of losing their home due to a temporary and unavoidable crisis, such as lay off or illness.

The Improvement Association has been providing HIP services in the City of Emporia and the Counties Sussex, Surry, and Greensville for six years.

Staff recommends approval of the fiscal year 2007 governing body resolution.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of Sussex County hereby endorses the Improvement Association to apply for and accept the grant and enter into a grant agreement with the Department of Housing and Community Development and perform any and all actions and responsibilities in relation to such Agreement.
