In the correspondence Mr. Clements advised that his staff had prepared the specifications and contract documents for the Lebanon Church Road project. Mr. Clements further advised that his staff has investigated the qualification of Ralph Hodge Construction Company and found them to have the machinery, manpower and expertise to complete the project. Based on the information and past work which the construction company has completed for the Greensville County Water and Sewer Authority, recommendation has been made to award this project to Ralph Hodge Constriction Company in the amount of $180,530.00
The amount of the contractor’s bid is $55,530.00 more than Sussex County had allocated for this project.  No contractual obligations will be made with the contractor until the Board approves the provision of the additional funds. Staff recommends appropriating $55,530.00 for this project.
