STANDING REPORTS

Health Department – absent

Highways, Streets & Roads
Mr. William Richardson, Assistant Resident Administrator of the Waverly Residency of the Virginia Department of Transportation addressed the Board and provided a progress report.  He reported that work is continuing on the bridge replacement of Blackwater River Bridge and should be completed by the end of the year.  

He also reported that paving on Route 645 towards the Nottoway River is underway.

County Administrator’s Report
Outlying Landing Field  OLF) Site Suitability
County Administrator Jones advised that the Commonwealth of Virginia recently proposed ten sites in the Commonwealth for an Outlying Landing Field (OLF). Of the proposed sites in Virginia, six sites were identified in three counties in the Fourth Congressional District: Sussex, Southampton and Greensville. Fort Picket in Nottoway County was also identified in a previous proposal received by the Navy. 
County Administrator Jones introduced Mr. Robert Crouch, Special Assistant to the Governor, Department of Emergency Preparedness. Mr. Crouch addressed the Board with regard to the economic impact.  He advised that the operation of the OLF would result in the establishment of 52 full and part time jobs.  The estimated annual payroll for those jobs would be approximately $2.8 million.  Construction would also result in the creation of 506 to 631 jobs and a total regional impact of approximately $100 million. (A copy of reports and supporting documentation is retained in the July 19, 2007 Board packet).
Mr. Jason Gray, aide to Congressman Forbes, Rick Franklin, aide to Congressman Forbes and Conaway Haskins, aide to Senator Webb were also in attendance.

County Administrator Jones advised the Board that a briefing on the OLF requirement at Oceana Naval Air Station as well as how a current OLF operates, is scheduled for July 30, 2007, beginning at 8:30 a.m.  The Navy is also arranging to fly attendees to an aircraft carrier to observe the actual night operations that are practiced at the OLF Fentress at a later date in August.
Circuit Court Clerk’s Request
Mr. Gary William addressed the Board and advised that the State Compensation Board has approved a full time deputy clerk position for the Circuit Court Clerk’s Office.  The annual salary is $22,811; the benefits will cost $11,286 of which $1,080 will be funded by the state.  He advised the position has not been advertised yet.  Mr. Williams asked the Board to fund the $11,286 so that the position will have benefits attached.

ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR COLLINS, seconded by SUPERVISOR FLY and carried: RESOLVED that the Sussex County Board of Supervisors hereby approves and appropriates $11, 286 for benefits costs associated with the newly created position of full time deputy clerk for the Sussex County Circuit Court Clerk’s office.

Writ of Election
County Administrator Jones advised the Board that Sheriff Kitchen is retiring effective July 31, 2007. This creates a vacancy in the Sheriff’s Office. Included in the Board packet is a draft resolution requesting the County Administrator with the assistance of the County Attorney to file a writ of election to fill the vacancy in the constitutional office of the Sheriff for Sussex County.

ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR HARRELL, seconded by SUPERVISOR FLY and carried: RESOLVED that E. Stuart Kitchen was the elected Sheriff of Sussex County, Virginia, whose term in office is not set to expire until December 31, 2007; and,

WHEREAS, E. Stuart Kitchen, did submit a letter of resignation from his constitutional office of Sheriff effective July 31, 2007, thereby creating a vacancy in the constitutional office of the Sheriff for Sussex County; and,

WHEREAS, Section 24.2-228.1 of the Code of Virginia, as amended, provides that a vacancy in any elected constitutional office shall be filled by special election; and,

WHEREAS, pursuant to state law the governing body of the County in which the vacancy in a constitutional office occurs shall petition the Circuit Court to issue a writ of election to fill the vacancy; and,

WHEREAS, Section 24.2-682, Code of Virginia, as amended, provides that every special election shall be held on a Tuesday, no special election shall be held within sixty days prior to a general or primary election; and no special election shall be held on the same day as a primary election; and, 

WHEREAS, the next general election is scheduled to be held on November 6, 2007; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors determines that it would be difficult and contrary to the best interest of the citizens to have a special election in the short amount of time available prior to the upcoming November 6, 2007 general election; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors determines that the months of July and August are not appropriate times for conducting a special election due to the likelihood of extremely small voter turnout because of vacation schedules after the closing of public schools and the availability of election officials and workers and;,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Sussex County Board of Supervisors on this the 19th day of July, 2007, that the County Administrator, with the advice and requisite legal services of the County Attorney, be and is hereby authorized to file a Petition for Writ of Election with the Circuit Court, requesting that a Writ of Election be entered by the Circuit Court, and that the date set for the special election to fill the vacancy in the constitutional office of the Sheriff for Sussex County be held on November 6, 2007 at the same time as the next general election.

Personnel Committee Report

County Administrator Jones advised the Board that the Personnel Committee at its meeting on Wednesday, July 11, 2007 considered the following items:

Housing Department Recommendation: To reimburse Housing Staff from the $10,000 received from the Virginia Housing Authority for tuition expenses for enrollment in degree or certificate programs that supplement their skills as Housing personnel. To date, Mrs. Brenda Drew and Ms. LaToya Parham are enrolled in college degree programs.

August Consideration: Due to the retirement of Sheriff Kitchen, Acting Captain Raymond Bell will be appointed Interim Sheriff. Salary and all benefits associated with the Sheriff’s position will be given to the Interim Sheriff.

Building Official: This position has been advertised. Applications were accepted through June 29, 2007. As of July 9, 2007, no applications had been received. The requirement for certification may be the reason for the non-responsive result. Mr. Skinner is still providing technical assistance to the County. Mr. Michael McHale is the Building Inspector and he continues in that capacity. 

Buildings & Grounds: Mr. Montaque Gilliam, Supervisor for the Department of Buildings and Grounds. Mr. Gilliam is responsibility for the supervision of five full time employees; all inmates assigned to the Department; all summer workers assigned to the Department; All court-ordered community workers. Mr. Gilliam is responsible for all work assignments and verification of hours worked; contracts and coordinates all contractors who perform service work on various systems including HVAC systems, electrical systems, plumbing systems, phone systems, buildings and vehicles; coordinates inventory of surplus vehicles and properties. Mr. Gilliam would normally report to the Building Official. However, during this interim period, Mr. Gilliam has taken on additional decision making as it relates to Buildings and Grounds. Mr. Gilliam has taken additional training and education workshops including homeland security requirements.
Recommendation: Move Mr. Gilliam to Step 16 ($36,754.44) on Grade 7. Current salary is $33,297.72. Additional recommendation is to enroll Mr. Gilliam in supervisory/management courses and offer a program of tuition reimbursement.

Animal Control:  (For Informational Purposes): Mr. Tony Johnson has been employed as the second Animal Control Officer. Mr. Johnson is being trained by Officer Malcolm Knowles in the field and at the Animal Shelter. His more formal training will take place during the fall at the Crater Criminal Justice Academy.

Resolution  - Southern Rivers Watershed Program

County Administrator Jones advised the Board that the Counties of Greensville and Sussex submitted a joint application for funding to the Southern Rivers Watershed Enhancement Program. The request is for the Town of Jarratt Sewer Rehabilitation and Treatment Plant Upgrade. This project will improve the surface and groundwater quality in the Nottoway watershed, stream segment Section 2, VAP-K26R, Hickory Swamp, which is the Town of Jarratt’s Wastewater Treatment Plant discharge point. This discharge stream directly impacts the Southern Virginia waters of Otterdam Swamp, Three Creek, Nottoway River, Blackwater River and the Dismal Swamp. Impacts extend into the state of North Carolina via the Chowan River, the Dismal Swamp Basin and Albermarle Sound. 

The proposed project will improve the quality of the effluent discharged from the Jarratt Wastewater Treatment Plant; eliminate the discharge of untreated residential, wastewater into the Potomac groundwater aquifer; stop the Jarratt Wastewater Treatment Plant from exceeding the total maximum daily load for plant capacity and address all of the water quality violations that been identified by DEQ.

There are 112 connections in the proposed project. The project area contains 82 connections in Greensville and 30 connections in Sussex. The collection system serving these areas is old and inadequate. It has deteriorated to the point that surface and groundwater enter the system during wet weather and untreated sewage exits the lines during periods of dry weather. 

As of the census of 2000, there were 589 people, 271 households and 175 families residing in the Town of Jarratt. 

The application will:

· Replace approximately 10,845 LF of 8” gravity line, (7240 LF in Greensville and 3605 LF in Sussex)

· Replace 112 service connections, (82 in Greensville and 30 in Sussex), replace 40 manholes, (28 in Greensville and 12 in Sussex).

· Replace approximately 7,538 LF of 4” service laterals, (4,920 in Greensville and 2,618 in Sussex).

· Make 21 connections to existing sewer mains/manholes, (11 in Greensville and 10 in Sussex).

· Install approximately 142 cleanouts, (100 in Greensville and 42 in Sussex).

· And install a chlorine disinfection system and dechlorination system at the Jarratt Wastewater Treatment Plant. The system will consist of two 2,665 cubic foot contact tanks, a chlorine feed system, dechlorination equipment, a 112 sq. ft. building for sodium hypochloriate storage.

These improvements will adequately address the surface and groundwater pollution problems currently being caused by the Town of Jarratt wastewater system.  The funding amount being asked for the Sussex County/Town of Jarratt is $433,000 and the local match is $5,000. This amount will be paid by Greensville County. The funding amount being asked for the Greensville County/Town of Jarratt is $1,000,000 and the local match is $112,000.00.

(A complete copy of the application is available in the County Administrator’s Office).  The announcement for this program was issued after the Board’s meeting in June and the deadline was July 10, 2007.  Staff requests that the Board affirm the attached resolution and the action taken by the Chairman and County Administrator for submission of this application.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Mr.  K. David Whittington, Greensville County Administrator, is hereby authorized to sign and submit appropriate documents for the submittal of Southern Rivers Watershed Enhancement Program proposal.

Fiscal Year 2007 Budget Analysis
Director of Finance Jerry L. Whitaker, provided the fiscal year 2007 budget analysis to the Board.  He explained that the general fund final revenues total for the year was $1,472,729 over budgeted revenues.  A summary by category can be found on a following page.

The general fund operating expenditures exceeded the budgeted expenditures by $273,189.  This is $98,937 more than projected last month.  The capital projects expenditures were $553,531 over budget.   A summary by category for both expenditure types can be found in this report.  The summary sheet (page 4) shows an actual summary of transactions in the accounting system.  An additional $223,338 was transferred to the reserve fund over the budgeted amount.  $550,953 remained in the general fund at the end of the year.

Social Service expenditures may be $276,497 more than budgeted.  The final numbers are still not available.  This is an additional $11,896 over last month’s projections.  

Mr. Whitaker requested that the Board appropriate additional funding for the departments noted on the expenditure projection sheet.  He reminded the Board that these expenditures have already occurred and have been paid.

Superintendent of Schools
Dr. Charles H. Harris, III, Division Superintendent of Schools offered the following resolution for the Board’s consideration:
WHEREAS, the Sussex County School Board supports the construction of one elementary school which will provide more consistent educational services to our elementary students; more support for teachers in the delivery of instruction; more consistency among elementary instruction; and better support, recruitment, and retention of teachers; the Sussex County School Board continues to seek funding for an elementary school construction plan that will provide the elementary students of Sussex County a quality learning environment equal to those within the Commonwealth of Virginia and surrounding communities, and,

WHEREAS this can only be done with funding from the Sussex County Board of Supervisors, who has continuously failed to provide the necessary funding for this project because of the lack of support for the one school construction plan, although the Sussex County School Board continues to express that one elementary school is in the best interest of the education of students and will be a cost savings to the county,

NOW, THEREFORE, the Sussex County School Board is now requesting that the Board of Supervisors consider funding an elementary school construction plan as follows with approval of either Option 1 or Option 2.

Option 1
Approve funding for one elementary school projected to cost $23,000,000.00 where property has already been purchased, utilities are provided, and the design of the building is substantially completed saving approximately $500,000.00 of county funds and may be completed within 2.5 years.  This option provides better educational services to students as previously mentioned and is more efficient to operate.

Option 2
Approve funding for two elementary schools projected to cost $31,000,000.00 which includes projected cost for two 20 acre sites yet to be located and the construction of utilities at each site.  The School Board is also requesting that the Board of Supervisors be prepared to annually fund a projected additional $1,200,000.00 to $1,500,000.00 in the future for support of the additional administrative positions and teaching positions that will reduce special education teachers from having to instruct either a high number of grade levels or disability categories and maintain current itinerate teachers at one school rather than having to travel among the schools. (This was suggested by individual Board of Supervisors for the additional staffing of two schools and as a way to reduce the number of itinerate teachers and to support special education teachers having to instruct multiple grade levels and/or disability categories which one school would prevent.)   The projected cost also includes the additional operational cost of utilities, technology and operations. This additional funding must be supported with annual cost of living increases while not reducing the regular increases in the current school system’s budget.  The Board of Supervisors must also understand that these additional employees, as were recommended by the Board of Supervisors, will be working at about 20 percent capacity of the normal daily student periods.  The location of property, facility planning and construction of the schools would take an estimated four years to complete keeping the elementary students in facilities that do not provide the educational environment that is more appropriate for students.  Option 2 is being requested as a compromise to the Sussex County Board of Supervisor since the Sussex County School Board recognizes the dire need to have students educated in a more appropriate educational environment and since individual members of the Board of Supervisors have voiced support for only funding  two elementary schools.
Recommendation:

R
Approve Option 1 as the School Board previously recommended or Option 2 as has been continuously voiced by individual members of the Board of Supervisors.

Chairman Tyler thanked Dr. Harris for his report and advised that the Board will consider this request at the August 16, 2007 meeting.

Director of Social Services
County Administrator advised the Board that Ms. Chequila H. Fields, Director of Social Services was unable to attend tonight’s board meeting.  However, in a previous conversation, she mentioned security for Social Services, pursuant to a request by the Board of DSS.  Recent security violations/threats have warranted this measure.  She asked that the County consider installing additional cameras (front and rear parking lots) and a panic button (floor model) that directly alerts the Sheriff’s Dept.
