WHEREAS, Virginia continues to experience unprecedented implementation of complex policies and procedures relating to Welfare Reform in all major benefit programs; and

WHEREAS, Virginia’s 1,890 eligibility workers have been at the forefront of public efforts to meet that need, steadily maintaining a high rate of application processing to ensure that those qualified for social services receive them; and

WHEREAS, 83,202 TANF recipients, 482,375 Food Stamp recipients, and 690,898 Medicaid recipients, and 1,399 refugees are served monthly through Temporary Assistance Programs, and 149,258 households are served by the energy assistance program depending on the dedication and commitment of eligibility workers who handle their cases in an accurate and timely manner; and

WHEREAS, eligibility workers are continually faced with reconciling an environment of rapidly changing policies, procedures, and technological advances with quality control requirements.

Highway, Streets and Roads

Mr. William Richardson, Interim Resident Engineer provided a status report to the Board and requested adoption of a resolution for construction completed along a section of Primary Route 35.
ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR HARRELL, seconded by SUPERVISOR JONES and carried: RESOLVED that whereas a section of Primary Route 35 in Sussex County between Route 622 and Route 622 has been altered and a new road has been constructed and approved by the State Transportation Board which new road serves the same citizens as the old road so altered; and

WHEREAS, the road follows a new location, that being shown on the attached sketch titled “Changes in the Primary and Secondary Systems due to relocation and construction on Route 35, Project: 0035-091-104,M501,” dated February 15, 2006.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Sussex County Board of Supervisors concurs with the recommendation of the Virginia Department of Transportation that the portion of old Primary Route 35 shown in the blue on the aforementioned sketch, a total distance of 0.27 miles, be abandoned as a public road, pursuant to Section 33.1-148 of the Code of Virginia, as amended.

County Administrator’s Report

County Administrator Jones advised the Board that included in their packet is a copy of a resolution regarding the Route 460 Realignment.  
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ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR HARRELL, seconded by SUPERVISOR JONES and carried: RESOLVED that whereas the Virginia Department of Transportation, in coordination with state and federal agencies, has studied the relocation of U.S. Route 460 between the Hampton Roads Region and the Richmond-Petersburg Region; and,

WHEREAS, The Route 460 Corridor provides a vital thoroughfare for economic activity, an evacuation route in the event of natural disasters, and provides a key military logistical route; and,

WHEREAS, The Commonwealth Transportation has selected and adopted Candidate Build Alternative 1 (CBA 1) located to the south of the existing U.S. Route 460 as the preferred build alignment.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Sussex County Board of Supervisors requests that this alignment be designed to provide for (a) an interchange at the State Route 602 intersection due to the proximity of existing industrial employers located along this corridor and future industrial uses as described in the County’s Comprehensive Plan; (b) re-evaluation of the intersection located in the Town of Waverly at State Route 40 due to the proximity of the houses and church at this location; and (c) re-evaluation of environmental impacts of the proposed interchange at State Route 620. Re-location of the State Route 620 interchange to State Route 628 would lessen environmental impacts, provide for connection with an improved secondary road to serve existing and proposed residential traffic, and promote social and economic opportunities in this portion of Sussex County.
