LaToya Parham, Housing Office Staff was assisting us, but since the Housing Programs Office’s relocation to the Waverly Office Building, current staff is sharing the front desk tasks.  The employee (should the position be approved) will serve as telephone and front desk receptionist, provide clerical assistance to the deputy county administrator, public safety coordinator, animal control officer and building and grounds.  The proposed salary is $24,500.00.  
In addition, there is a part time custodial position in Building & Grounds, but there is now a need to make that a full time position, especially because of the acquisition of the Waverly Office Building.  The proposed salary for that position is $24,121.00.

Historical Society
County Administrator Jones advised that Mrs. Barbara Prince of the Sussex County Historical Society is in attendance and will make a presentation to the Board.  Ms. Jones also advised that the former Circuit Court and witness room were previously used for storage and is now being cleaned.

Mrs. Prince addressed the Board and advised that since the Sussex County Historical Society’s formation four (4) years ago, it has grown to over one hundred (100) members.  The members are interested in promoting and maintaining the community’s history.  The Historic 1818 Courthouse remains as the visual symbol of the county government and as such must be preserved and maintained.  When the Sussex Judicial Center was constructed, the former courtroom became obsolete and is basically unused.  The Society envisions that the space, along with the witness room, be designated for the use of the Society for its meetings and for storage and display of any artifacts and historical documents.  The Jamestown 2007 statewide event is fast approaching, which is the opportune time for considering opening this county jewel to the public. Mrs. Prince requested that the Board of Supervisors consider approving the restoration of the former circuit court room and witness room for the aforementioned purposes.

Public Safety Office

McGill Utility Project

Monday, February 27, 2006 Contract Negotiation Meeting
Sussex County applied for and received a grant award in the amount of $625,000 from the VA Department of Housing and Community Development (DCHD). On Monday, February 27, 2006, the required Contract Negotiation Meeting between representatives from the Virginia Department of Housing and Community, Sussex County representatives and McGill-Leprechaun took place.

Project 
Installation of approximately 8,000 linear feet of 12 inch water main with gate valves from Cabin Point Road (State Route 602) along Beef Steak Road (State Route 626) to McGill’s property and fire hydrants. Installation of approximately 2,100 linear feet of 2 inch sewer force main along Beef Steak Road (State Route 626) to McGill’s property.
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Discussion
Mr. Lyons stated that McGill was in the process of signing two major customers and until this was completed, the company was not in a position to sign the contract between the County and the Industry as required by the grant program. However, at least one customer should be signed within the next ninety days. At that time, the industry would sign. However, there were some other concerns.

Mr. Lyons expressed concern regarding the obligations that were being placed on the industry. They included the (a) the creation of 25 new jobs of which at 51 percent will be held by or available to LMI persons. (After some discussion and clarification the representatives from McGill appeared to be comfortable with this requirement); (b) Independent CPA certification of investment. McGill has state the total investment will between $5 to $6 million dollars. (After explanation, McGill appeared to be comfortable with this requirement.); (c) the timeline for meeting such items as creation of the total 25 jobs and documentation for the hiring or making available the jobs to LMI persons. The Virginia Employment Commission will has it has done in the past for other grantees screen and refer applicants to McGill. Two years after the facility is opened, all requirements of the grant must be met. (4 years maximum); (d) cost estimate of $625,000 for the construction of a waterline and sewer lines. Mr. Lyon asked if the bids came in higher than the estimated $625,000, who would pay the difference? The answer given on Monday was that the industry would pay. McGill representatives pointed out that the lines would be of more benefit to the County, the Authority and future industrial clients than McGill. McGill can build an on-site water supply system for fire protection which was needed. Water is not used in their manufacturing process. Their engineers had cost the water tank and pump at $150,000. The cost to connect to the Authority’s system was estimated to be around $160,000. (e) McGill’s timeline for opening the plant is January 1, 2007. However, they are still going through the permitting process with the County. (Erosion and sediment control, site review and building)

Other important considerations
The State has given Sussex County, ninety days to accept the award and sign the contract. The ninety day period started from the date of the meeting (February 27, 2006). 
On Tuesday, March 14, 2006, Mr. Bob Broom reported that McGill was only interested in the sewer portion because the major customer that they wanted didn’t sign the contract at this time.
